Mr Hajdamach is one of the top authorities, on glass, in the country. He is the author of British Glass 1800-1914 (1991), 29th Century British Glass (2009) and contributor to numerous books and magazines He lectures internationally to glass museums and collector’s societies. He is a Fellow of the Society of Glass Technology and a member of the advisory board of the National Glass Centre Sunderland. He is also President of the Glass Association which he was instrumental in founding.
In the 19th century British glassmakers created a kaleidoscope of shapes, colours and decorative techniques which far outstripped any other country for the sheer genius of their technical virtuosity and aesthetic sensibility. One lecture will focus on the unique contribution of the Stourbridge factories at the end of the century and their glorious creations of cameo glass. In this study day you will also see images of the factories, working conditions and portraits of the workers and designers to complete this view of a great period of British glassmaking.
